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Students will have opportunities for full completion of the QC10 program, which will result in
full certification and maximum credit articulation towards MCCC AAS. This will also make them
eligible for MCCC QC11 Advanced Level Welder Certification courses. In addition, we will also
be able to offer partial certification with credit articulation tied to each module. Options are laid
out in the Articulation Figure 2.0 based on QC10 module completion.
