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Project DELIVER has an impact on workforce development, using 
telepresence and an equipment trainer system to offer real-time, 
hands-on courses to students and workers around the country. 

DELIVER has served 215 

student participants, over half 

from distance locations 

33 students completed the Vacuum Technology 

Certificate curriculum during the award period. 

13 of those students were offsite - CA, UT, TX.
