depending on location. 

Manufacturing: Boeing, Sikorsky, etc.  May require 

Airframe, Powerplant, or both.  Starting pay  $17 to 

$25+. 

Commercial Airlines: Regional Airlines for Entry 

Level $16 to $19. Main Carriers like JetBlue require 1 

to 3 years experience.

Corporate Aviation: Companies like Gulfstream and 

Bombardier hire entry-level $17 to $20+ per hour. 

Maintenance, Repair & Overhaul (MRO):      

HEACO hires entry-level at around $20 per hour. 

UAV’s: General Atomics is a leading manufacturer of 

Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAV’s).  They seek entry-

level A & P mechanics to maintain their fleet of 

Drones and can pay well over $100,000 a year.  Must 

be willing to be deployed overseas. 

Avionics: Thales is seeking entry-level A & P 

mechanics but most Avionics jobs require fur-

ther training or experience.  $20 to $25+  

Non-Aviation: Training at CCCC can translate to 

other fields like alternative energy, elevators, 

forklifts, amusement parks, auto, marine, and 

more. 

Airships (Blimps):  Van Wagner is a marketing 

firm with several airships and hire entry-level A 

& P mechanics.  $20 per hour
